children in the family, any other siblings who are presently attending college, and 
any other financial aid the applicant will be receiving (scholarships, grants, etc.) 

 
II. Academics - Academic standing is important, however, it is not necessary that 

the applicant be in the top ten percent of his/her class.  The applicant should 
have a good academic and extracurricular record throughout his/her high school 
career, enabling the applicant to succeed in a college environment.
